Motion to approve tle audit by Peetz,
second by Hall. Motion passed. The board then considered the addendum items regarding a fireworks permit for
Merry Mac's Campground located at E'12995 Halweg Rd on July 2, 2016 with a rain date of July 3, 2016 and a fireworks
permit for Merrimac Fire and Rescue located on the Wagner property at 37116 Bluff Road on July 3, 2016 with possible
